The majority of zinc-finger p
roteins contain a Krippel-type DNA binding domain and a KRAB
domain, which is thought to interact with KAP1, thereby recruiting
histone modifying proteins. ZNF207 (zinc finger protein 207) is a
478 amino acid protein that localizes to the nucleus and contains
two C2H2-type zinc fingers. Expressed ubiquitously, ZNF207 may f
unction as a transcription factor. Three isoforms of ZNF207 are ex
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pressed due to alternative splicing events.
