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The protein encoded by this gene is a component of the m
ultiprotein assembly that is required for creation of kinetoch
ore-microtubule attachments and chromosome segregation. T
he encoded protein functions as a scaffold for proteins that
influence the spindle assembly checkpoint during the eukary
otic cell cycle and it interacts with at least five different kine
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tochore proteins and two checkpoint kinases. In adults, this
gene is predominantly expressed in normal testes, various ca
ncer cell lines and primary tumors from other tissues and is
ubiquitously expressed in fetal tissues. This gene was original
ly identified as a fusion partner with the mixed-lineage leuke
mia (MLL) gene in t(11;15)(q23;q14). Mutations in this gene
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cause autosomal recessive primary microcephaly-4 (MCPH4).

Alternative splicing results in multiple transcript variants enco
ding different isoforms. Additional splice variants have been

described but their biological validity has not been confirme
