Most
MMP's are secreted as inactive proproteins which are act
ivated when cleaved by extracellular proteinases. Howeve
r, the protein encoded by this gene is a member of the
membrane-type MMP (MT-MMP) subfamily; each membe
r of this subfamily contains a potential transmembrane d
omain suggesting that these proteins are expressed at t
he cell surface rather than secreted.
