This gene encodes a member of the PSCD (pleckstrin
homology, Sec7 and coiled-coil domains) family. PSCD
family members have identical structural organization

that consists of an N-terminal coiled-coil motif, a cen
tral Sec7 domain, and a C-terminal pleckstrin homolo
gy (PH) domain. The coiled-coil motif is involved in h
omodimerization, the Sec7 domain contains guanine-n
ucleotide exchange protein (GEP) activity, and the PH

domain interacts with phospholipids and is responsibl
e for association of PSCDs with membranes. Members
of this family appear to mediate the regulation of pr

otein sorting and membrane trafficking. This encoded
protein is involved in the control of Golgi structure a
nd function, and it may have a physiological role in r
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egulating ADP-ribosylation factor protein 6 (ARF) func
tions, in addition to acting on ARFL.
